NetLibrary/Recorded Books ptleg the majority of the
audiobooks and has no limit to the number of peegio can download them
simultaneously. The remainder come from OverDaimd can be checked out to
only one person at a time. If your desired iglehecked out, your name will be
added to a reserve list and you will be notifidtew it is ready for downloading.
The waiting time is generally shorter than itas fegular audiobooks.
